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Abstract

Future orientation represents the way an individual imagines his/her development
and determines how successful s/he will be in realizing the expected future. The
global pandemic environment was a challenge for young people to construct their
desired and expected futures. Their constant re-examination about their capacities
and conditions in which they develop are especially endangered. The subject of
this paper is the analysis of the results of studies on the future orientation of
young people in the context of changes that their education had undergone due
to multiple times when schools were closed down, transitioning process to online
teaching and learning from home (2020-2022). A review of the studies was
conducted to understand better the effects of the changes brought by the
pandemic, both for the personal development of young people and for designing
intervention programs that would strengthen the positive orientation towards the
future. Studies from open-access databases were analysed by keywords: future
orientation, COVID-19 pandemic, education, and youth. Twenty studies have been
singled out, the findings of which confirm that the COVID-19 pandemic had a
profound impact on young people’s learning, well-being, and academic motivation.
The results indicate that young people are aware of their “holes in knowledge” and
are concerned about insufficient knowledge’s risks for their further education. It
was concluded that the future orientation of students deserves more attention in
an educational setting than it is getting at the present moment.
