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SUMMARY

Global media have recently announced the news that Finland
is going to start education reform. Anyone who is even remotely
familiar with the results of international studies of students’
achievements in the last ten years or more will surely be a
little confused by this news. Namely, Finland is traditionally a
champion in these “competitions” or, at least, at the very top.
Why changing the method that produces good results? Finnish
educational authorities have concluded that what the young
need nowadays and what will be the necessity in the future is the
integrated knowledge that can be applied in everyday life. It has
been reasoned that the young in Finland schools do not gain such
type of knowledge sufficiently enough and that it is vital for the
state to become involved in resolving the problem. Consequently,
the national curriculum framework, which will come into force
in 2016, insists on the concept of phenomenon-based learning.
Subjects are, in fact, partly scrapped and replaced by integrative,
interdisciplinary and phenomenon teaching or teaching by topic.
This certainly does not mean that traditional subjects are going
to be excluded, however, from 2016 every school is going to be
obliged to implement over a longer period of time interdisciplinary
thematic teaching. Moreover, it will also be insisted that students
participate in planning these thematic periods, that is, that their
opinion is taken into account when assessing what they have
learned during the work on these projects.

It seems that we live in an age when even those who
perform the best results (in education, economics or any other
sphere of society) are aware that they have to adapt continually
to new circumstances, new contexts, since unless they do it fast
enough, they can easily go backwards. Furthermore, adapting
itself is not good enough solution, because the top performers will
not be those who just adapt to new circumstances and contexts,
but the ones who create them.
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The modern world is characterised by rapid changes.
New technologies (especially information and communication),
globalization, fierce economic competition do not lead just to
fast changes, but also to the unpredictable ones. In the current
circumstances an individual can significantly make use of broad,
generic set of competencies so that a person neither retreats from
changes nor becomes a sole object of changes, but helps him/
her understand them, discuss them critically, change and adapt
them to himself/herself and redefine them in the way they can
benefit him/her and the others. Therefore, education plays an
essential role since it represents the main path to acquire such
competences.

The consensus has been reached in Europe regarding which
key competencies students need to develop in their education:
from traditional, such as communication in their native language
and mathematical competence, to those which reflect clearly the
time we live in, such as entrepreneurship, cultural awareness
and expression. In order to acquire these key competencies and
the other ones, however, it is necessary to redefine the existing
educational practices and roles. The book presents the ideas about
what can be redefined in education and how, and in what way
the participants can contribute to education system. Additionally,
the book states which skills the participants should develop to
achieve real progress in educational practice such as activity,
autonomy, initiative and responsibility.

Memorizing, focusing on grades while learning, periodical
rather than permanent learning are not the approaches which
help students gain the necessary knowledge and skills for further
education and success in professional life. Cognitively active
students are students who deliberate what they have learned, ask
themselves and the others, seek answers actively, and thus create
an opportunity to acquire high-quality and lasting knowledge. The
prerequisite for this attitude to learning is both the responsibility
of students, primarily the responsibility to themselves and their
future and to all those who take part in their education. Students
should be able to make decisions independently and shape their
opinion and attitudes, put up with pressures and defend their
integrity. Finally, students should strive to be proactive, to initiate,
to be innovators and determined to achieve set goals. The modern
world is looking for entrepreneurs, initiators, leaders — those
who have the energy to initiate changes. This refers to teachers
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as well. Rather than sticking to routines, teachers should tackle
problems actively in practice and develop their professional
autonomy to be able to support such students. They should not
be limited by bureaucratized educational system, but reconsider
the current practice, introduce novelty in their work, experiment
and take risks, and create a new pedagogical value. Being aware
of the responsibility of teaching and the success of students at
school, teachers as professionals in the true sense of the word can
become a role model to students, presenting themselves as the
ones who enhance their knowledge consistently for the benefit of
themselves and the others. As a result, we need school principals
who do not manage school by trying just to avoid problems,
but rather the ones who work actively to improve conditions in
schools and educational process, launch new practice boldly
as well and support new ideas despite pressures, habits, and
resistance. Likewise, the role of parents should alter. When it
comes to education of their children, parents need to be more
active, initiate actions, help schools, and also be responsible to
both their children and the other children, and to all the others
who participate in education and well-being of students. The
education system would also need to redefine its mission and
function. It should find ways to change curricula, textbooks
policy, governance and financing, initial teacher training, teachers’
professional development, quality assurance mechanisms, etc.
so all these subsystems could support the activity, autonomy,
initiative and responsibility of all the participants in the system.

Finally, the researchers in the field of education ought
to redefine their roles. At present, researchers have sufficient
autonomy in their work; however, it is necessary for them to
have more influence on educational policy and practice. The
essential redefining of their roles relates to raising awareness
and accepting their own part in social responsibility that cannot
be fulfilled merely by publishing scientific works. Researchers
should certainly be responsible both for scientific contribution, the
quality of their work, but also for the relevance and applicability
of their findings in real social contexts, especially in transition
periods. Furthermore, they ought to be socially engaged in the
way that enables them to reflect critically on the pedagogical
reality and also on the contemporary global trends to foresee
the trends of changes in education and prepare the education
system for them adequately.
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The book, we believe, presents that example — an example
of proactive, autonomous and critical approach to the analysis of
the situation and trends in education, responsible presentation
of professional, scientifically-based view which leads to the
suggestions for changing the roles in education and redefining
educational practice.

When selecting the topics for the book, we have been
guided by contemporary issues and their potential contribution
to the improvement of educational practice. The aim has been
also to publish the scientific papers of the authors who have long
been devoted to the studying of the issues related to the education
quality improvement from different perspectives. All the papers
contain clearly displayed knowledge about the topic that has been
elaborated, as well as the results of so far unpublished studies.

The book begins by considering the issue of professional
development of teachers which is the key issue to the overall
educational practice quality. The paper entitled Indicators of the
Professional Development of Serbian Language and Literature
Teachers offers a detailed analysis of the existing practices of
professional development of Serbian language teachers and the
data that can be valuable when composing future professional
development programs for teachers. It points out specific sugge-
stions of the teachers concerning the possibilities of improving
their professional development, as the key component of this
kind of teacher training represents meeting their real needs. Due
to the importance of Serbian language lessons in the educational
context, the professional development of these teachers can
significantly contribute to improving not only their knowledge,
but can affect the achievement of students in this area. In the
paper The Community of Teacher Self: A New Metaphor for
Understanding the Professional Identity of Teachers reviews the
concept of teachers’ identity when elaborating new roles. The
author starts from the assumption that so far there has not been
a single definition of professional identity of teachers, therefore,
the idea of the complexity and dynamics of the professional
identity is represented through three case studies. According to
the author, the community of teacher self should be the tool that
can help understand the teachers’ thoughts about themselves
and the others, so as to enable understanding diverse, often
incompatible needs and expectations as the result of the equal
importance of different parts of one unit. The paper Roles of
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University Teachers in the Development of Students’ Functional
Knowledge and Their Professional Education displays the
importance of initial education and finding a new model for
encouraging students to apply their knowledge constructively
into practice. The author emphasizes that the quality and
functionality of the acquired knowledge at university, as well as
that their professional development and career advancement
depend largely on the role of university professors. In this respect,
it is underlined that it is important to encourage students to
develop their own ways of learning, reasoning and performance,
as well as to increase their skills that would later evolve into their
professional competences. The following paper Innovative Work
of the Teachers in Serbia: Incentives and Obstacles in the Case of
“Trefoil’ Approach introduces the approach to the educational
process which combines three basic educational aims: encouraging
initiative, cooperation and creativity of students and teachers in
all segments of a school. The set aims, which are vital to “Trefoil’
approach, have been implemented in an experimental primary
school in Belgrade by using cooperative learning, solving divergent
tasks, games, critical dialogue, research and project work. The
author of the paper highlights that the new roles of teachers
consist of three directions: the research of their own practice,
the exchange of experience through the reflection of the educational
process by monitoring, evaluation, planning and improving future
practice based on the empirical data. The next chapter Experience-
based Learning: A Challenge for Modern School considers a model
of experiential learning as an alternative to traditional education
system. The features of experiential learning have been displayed
through the aspects of a critical examination of the role of teachers
and students in the classroom. It is stressed that this form of
teaching is a holistic model that focuses on the integrated
functioning of the entire personality and offers a range of
challenging, practical, creative and research activities. It is also
pointed out that implementation of the model requires a different
approach to teaching and reviewing of the existing teaching
methods and teachers’ skills, different learning environment, an
environment in which students feel free to communicate, socialize,
cooperate and learn from their mutual interaction. The next paper
Learning from the Learners’ Perspective: Research Synthesis
examines students’ attitudes toward learning, the experience of
learning competence and learning process management. The
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results of a series of empirical studies of different aspects of
learning process are presented. Reconsidering the role of students
in a classroom results in the idea that students are expected to
be reflective, autonomous, able to manage learning process, and
aware of their role in knowledge construction process. The
obtained results contribute to gaining deeper insight into the
comprehension of learning and learning approaches of students.
Starting from three reference frames — the theories of educational
change, self-determination, development harmonization and
environment characteristics, the author of the paper entitled
Improving Teaching in Primary Schools: Pupils’ Perspectives
considers the possibilities and limitations of the development of
pupils’ autonomy in education process. The focus is on the
suggestions and proposals of pupils regarding what is necessary
to change in teaching in order to make it more interesting and,
therefore, encourage pupils to be motivated to participate actively
in learning process. The findings indicate global dissatisfaction
of pupils with teaching practice, and suggest in what direction
changes should focus from their perspective: the modernization
of teaching process; nourishing cooperative relationship between
pupils and teachers and appreciation and encouragement of the
motivation and autonomy of pupils. The next chapter Conceptions
and Practices of School-Family Cooperation Worldwide and in
Serbia is a critical overview of the issue on the connection and
cooperation between school and family. It states that global
practice and the practice in Serbia still fail to develop a productive
relationship between parents and teachers, that is, school. It
emphasizes that the current situation in Serbia is characterized
by a discrepancy, on the one hand, between scientific research
findings on the state of the cooperation and necessary changes
and, on the other hand, the programs which have been offered
in seminars on professional training to the employees in education.
Therefore, recognizing parents as an important component for
development of more comprehensive education system as a whole,
the author presents the suggestions for practice at micro, meso
and macro levels, and points out a new approach based on
reconceptualization of the roles of parents and teachers and their
position as “the community of practitioners”. The paper Recent
Views on the Leadership in Education discusses leadership
phenomenon in educational institutions. The phenomenon is
substantially presented in global literature, however, in our
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pedagogical literature the term has not been elaborated sufficiently.
The author displays the framework of theoretical reflection on
the concept, as well as some of the main directions of its
development in the future. Since it indicates the current change
of legislation in the domain of defining competence standards of
principles of educational institutions in Serbia, the paper
represents a significant contribution to the topic in Serbia. The
final chapter Society and Reforms: Educational Policies and Policies
of Identity is dedicated to theoretical and empirical findings
relating to education policy. By analysing the changes that
education reform introduces into the national education system,
as well as the ways of accepting the recommendations that come
from the so-called transnational education area, that is, education
area in the European Union, the author points out the importance
of the social and cultural context when creating educational and
identity policies. In addition, the paper points out that national
education strategy should not be ignored — which should enable
the identification of one’s own values, needs, capabilities and
interests — under the influence of globalization process that is
taking place in education area.

We hope that this book will be an incentive for reviewing
educational theory and practice and we would like to express
gratitude to the authors because of the effort and willingness
to participate in its creation. We also thank the reviewers, Prof.
Sladana Zukovi¢, PhD, Prof. Biljana Sladoje-Bosnjak, PhD and
Jelena Radisi¢, PhD who have contributed to the quality of the
book with their constructive suggestions.

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INDICATORS OF THE PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
OF SERBIAN LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE TEACHERS

The basis of the students’ general school education consists of studying stan-
dard Serbian language as well as literary and artistic norms, due to which it
is very important to draw attention to the professional development of Serbian
language and literature teachers. The aim of this paper was to examine how
often Serbian language and literature teachers employed at primary schools
participate in certain forms of informal professional development and how they
assess these forms of professional development. The research was conducted
in 2013/2014 academic year applying the questionnaire which contained open
and closed type questions. The sample was a convenience sample and included
95 Serbian language and literature teachers of nineteen primary schools in
Serbia. The quantitative and qualitative analysis of the teachers’ responses
was carried out. The results show that the majority of the teachers (93%)
most frequently participate in seminars, whereas the least frequent form of
professional development is the writing of professional and scientific papers.
Despite the fact that seminars represent the most common form of professional
development, a significant number of the teachers (40%) believe that seminars
contribute little or not at all to the improvement of their skills and knowledge.
In addition, the teachers believe that their professional development could be
improved primarily through the change of the contents and methods of the
seminars’ realization. The research findings suggest that this way of professional
development of these teachers does not suit fully their real needs and indicate
some specific measures that would contribute to overcoming this problem.

THE COMMUNITY OF TEACHER SELF: A NEW METAPHOR
FOR UNDERSTANDING THE PROFESSIONAL IDENTITY OF TEACHERS

The research presented in this paper dealt with the teacher professional identity
from the perspective of a heuristic model of the community of self. The idea
was to consider the teachers’ perception of the self as the community of differ-
ent roles which enter various mutual relationships. This approach enables us
to observe the complexity and conflicts of the teacher identity, as well as its
analysis within the context of the teachers’ everyday practice and the teacher’s
personal meanings. The research included the case studies of three teachers,
at primary school, secondary school and university, who are at different stages
of their careers. The data for the case studies were collected by the interviews,
where the teachers were asked to create their impression of themselves through
the metaphor of the community of self. The case studies showed that the
teacheri dentity has been fragmented as a response to the challenges, such
as difficulties to harmonize the need to maintain the teacher’s authority with
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attracting the students’ attention, to adjust planning and professional impro-
visation or the challenge to maintain control in class and, at the same time,
let the initiative to the students. In addition, the findings indicate that the
professional development of the community of teacher self is going towards the
creation of a role that has a coordinating function in relation to the other roles.

ROLES OF UNIVERSITY TEACHERS IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF STUDENTS’ FUNCTIONAL KNOWLEDGE
AND THEIR PROFESSIONAL EDUCATION

The standards of university education actualize modern roles of university
teachers in terms of the quality of students’ learning outcomes. Starting from
a theoretical context which unites the effects within the system of modern
university education and designingthe aforementioned teaching and learning
outcomes, the aim of our study was to determine the way in which the students
assess the roles of the teachers in their professional education and whether
the teaching and learning outcomes, recognized by the students, comply with
the requirements of modern university education.The research was done by
applying a descriptive method and the method of interviewing the students
in their focus groups. The research results have confirmed that the students
provide clear assessments of the quality of the teachers’ work in relation to
the requirements of professional training of the future preschool teachers.
Regarding the learning and teaching outcomes, this research has confirmed
our assumption that the students envisage the teachers’ competencies which
fulfill the requirements of the teaching and learning quality assurance and the
development of the students’ functional knowledge and competencies, so that
they are ready to concretize the outcomes of modern teaching and learning in
their professional education.

INNOVATIVE WORK OF THE TEACHERS IN SERBIA:
INCENTIVES AND OBSTACLES IN THE CASE OF “TREFOIL” APPROACH

In this paper we presented the first results of the experimental training for in-
troducing Trefoil approach into the teaching process. Trefoil teaching approach
implies that the teachers implement group cooperative learning, solving open-
ended tasks, play activities, critical dialogue, research and project work in the
classes in order to initiate three areas of development- initiative, cooperation
and creative behavior of the students. The training lasted for one academic year
and consisted of a number of instructive days, which were accompanied by
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experimental classes and reflexive practices of the teachers at their professional
councils, facilitated by the researchers of the Institute for Educational Research.
Apart from summative evaluation of the experiment, the teachers’ activities
were also monitored for formative purposes via quantitative and qualitative
methods for data collection and processing. Among them there was a precisely
pre-structured interview on the quality of experimental training, which was
conducted with 29 teachers of the primary experimental school, before the end
of the experiment. In the case of Trefoil, self-evaluation of the teachers in the
interview indicate their progress and motivation which are increasing during
the experiment. The teachers planned to use the Trefoil is their future practice
more frequently. They also considered Trefoil significant for learning, as well as
the role of the experts and professional council in the teachers’ development.
The teachers believe that the introduction of innovations in teaching should
be simple and gradual (in small steps over a longer period of time), and that
additional motivation of the teachers depends on positive reaction and success
of the students. The emphasis should be placed on new practices that have not
been previously studied and the framework of receptiveness for innovations
should be built during an initial education which is, in our case, insufficient.
It is also necessary to improve the status and rewarding of the teachers in the
school system, teaching materials and aids, flexibility of the curricula and the
sustainability of changes in order to facilitate continuity in the innovative work
of schools. Crossing the results of the interview and other data obtained from
the experiment in the future analyses may provide a more comprehensive
image about the new role of a teacher, which should be manifested primarily
in the innovative work with students.

EXPERIENCE-BASED LEARNING:
A CHALLENGE FOR MODERN SCHOOL

Contemporary pedagogical and didactic tendencies point out complexity, vari-
ability and dynamics of teaching situations and methodological approaches,
as well as diversity of roles of the basic actors in educational process. In this
context the ideas about different approaches to learning, teaching and learn-
ing strategies oriented, primarily, towards the active role of the participants in
teaching, autonomy and responsibility, initiative and cooperation, self-reflection
have been increasingly promoted. The presence of these ideas is found in
pragmatism and study of John Dewey who also represents the foundation of a
model of experience-based learning (EBL). In this paper the concept of learning
through personal experience was analyzed and critically examined, which is,
at the same time, a review of the essential characteristics of traditional school.
The aim was to establish the values and advantages of a model of experience-
based learning which contributes to creating a different atmosphere both inside
and outside the classroom. The question is how students’ initiative, curiosity
and independence can be encouraged and what are new or different roles and
skills of teachers and students. The results of the analysis of the basic starting
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points of experience-based learning show that the teacher is expected to show
a certain degree of flexibility in the method of his or her work and activities
that he or she applies, and to be open for innovations and different students’
experiences, taking into account students’ interests and knowledge. When it
comes to a student, this learning model, unlike the traditional school, changes
the focus to gaining new experiences, the possibility of constructing and re-
constructing experiences, overcoming the challenges and personal boundaries,
encouraging the perspective of self-discovery. Therefore, by promoting these
ideas and principles in teaching it is possible to establish social relations and
the environment which emphasizes the perspective of personal experience,
personal and intrinsic motivation, self-assessment, responsibility, cooperation,
collaboration, exchange of thoughts and feelings, which is also a part of the
teacher’s educational work.

LEARNING FROM THE LEARNERS’ PERSPECTIVE:
RESEARCH SYNTHESIS

Snezana Mirkov

The paper presents the results of a number of empirical studies on different
aspects of learning process: on relations between learning habits and tech-
niques and the quality of students’ knowledge, on relations between learning
goals and students’ assessments of their own intellectual abilities, on stu-
dents’ learning goals and strategies and their relations with self-concept and
locus of control, on factors which affect academic success, and on the role of
self-regulation in approaches to learning. The samples included elementary
school students and university students. The obtained results confirmed the
joint action of intellectual and non-intellectual factors in achieving success.
Students who are oriented to knowledge use understanding strategies and
achievement strategies, and self-regulation provides adequate selection and use
of various strategies. The results indicate the significance of self-concept and
locus of control for setting goals and applying strategies in learning. Intrinsic
goals are largely represented among the students who perceive themselves as
academically competent. The existence of three approaches to learning — surface
approach, deep approach and achievement approach - has been confirmed.
Self-regulation works in different ways within different approaches to learning.
Indicators of regulation in learning operationalized in different ways contribute
to defining deep approach and achievement approach to learning. The results
contribute to acquiring a deeper insight in students’ views of learning and their
approaches to learning.

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IMPROVING TEACHING IN PRIMARY SCHOOLS:
PUPILS’ PERSPECTIVES

In pedagogical literature, the significance of the development of pupils’ ,voice“
on the issues related to improving the quality of teaching practice has been
recognized. It is necessary for the pupils to have the opportunity to express their
observations, experiences and emotions about their own education, which is
consistent with the interpretation of the pupil’s role in modern school. Accord-
ingly, the aim of this paper was to inquire the pupils’ opinion on the changes
that are required in teaching. For the purpose of this study, a questionnaire was
constructed and the pupils’ proposals on the methods of improving teaching
were collected via the open-ended questions. The sample included 360 pupils
of the eighth grade from six city schools. The obtained data were analyzed by
the application of the method of thematic analysis. The pupils pointed out that
the following changes are required in teaching: (a) modernization of teaching
process; (b) fostering partnership between the pupils and the teachers; (c) appre-
ciation and encouragement of motivation and the pupils’ autonomy. A special
significance of these findings is reflected in the fact that the pupils are mature
and competent enough to be able to observe and assess the aspect of teaching
process that needs certain changes. The proposals stated by the pupils may be
used by the decision-makers as a map of changes that the pupils observed as
necessary to be undertaken in order to improve the quality of teaching.

CONCEPTIONS AND PRACTICES OF SCHOOL-FAMILY COOPERATION
WORLDWIDE AND IN SERBIA

Numerous initiatives and incentives of the educational policies holders, theoreti-
cians and researchers to affirm the idea on cooperation between family/parents
and school/teachers in practice have not been granted a greater stronghold —
neither when it comes to parents nor when it come to teachers. This article deals
with the issue of failure to realize the cooperation with the aim of pointing out
the guidelines of the changes necessary in further shaping of working practice
in Serbia. First, we focused on the comparison of the paradigms about the co-
operation between school and family developed within international frameworks
(traditional, modern, post-modern) and in Serbia (traditional, quasi-modern)
since 1960 until present. Then we dealt with the most prominent differences we
recognized in the current conceptual shaping of the field of cooperation within
the global and local academic and professional framework. Finally, the paper
deals with the issue of changing the attitude towards the teachers’ professional
development within the domain of their preparation for productive cooperation
with parents. As a base of a new approach we have postulated: teacher’s per-
sonal work on his/her own beliefs and stereotypes regarding his/her role and
the role of a parent, and the development of the modality of cooperation within
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each individual school — the modality which would reflect the opinion and as-
sessment of the parents whose children attend the specific school themselves.

RECENT VIEWS ON THE LEADERSHIP IN EDUCATION

In the early 21 century the interest in educational leadership has suddenly
started to grow. It has been recognized worldwide that the effective leaders are
necessary for educational institutions, if they are expected to provide the best
possible education to the young. This tendency has emerged due to a widespread
belief, based on a number of research evidence, that the quality of leadership
is considerably associated with the students’ achievements. In addition, the
studies show that the effects of leadership on the achievements are indirect and
that leadership, among all other factors related to school, immediately follows
the quality of teaching in its contribution to school learning. With the aim of
better understanding this phenomenon, which is not sufficiently considered
in Serbian pedagogica literature, , this paper is focused on the issue of defin-
ing the leadership in education and the relationship between the concepts of
management and leadership in education as well. Given that, in accordance
with new and more complex requirements that have been placed before the
leaders in modern education, different views on their function have emerged;
we considered three different approaches to the operationalization of the func-
tion of the educational institutions’leaders: through their roles, competencies
and practices. Within this approach we also considered the phenomenon of
distributive leadership, which represents one of the most effective ideas in the
literature on educational leadership in the last decade.
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SOCIETY AND REFORMS:
EDUCATIONAL POLICIES AND POLICIES OF IDENTITY
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The reform of education in the Republic of Serbia has been passing through
different phases after 2000, with the ultimate goal to connect ‘domestic’ with
European education and, according to this, to define new educational poli-
cies. Policies of identity as an important aspect of the educational policies in
multicultural and multilingual society are of particular importance since they
indicate the equality or inequality of different actors in education. Recognition
and evaluation of different identities in institutionalized education may contrib-
ute to strengthening the potentials for their understanding, appreciation, and
acceptance in the entire society. Identity policies, however, are always formed
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in accordance with different selection of a particular social order. Selected
development strategy of ruling groups directly affects the formation of educa-
tional policies, such as its implementation has a reverse impact on different
dimensions of initiated social processes. The adopted educational policies in
the so-called contemporary Serbian society provide: (1) presentation of various
identities within ‘domestic’ institutionalized education and a greater synergy
of education and other social actors in their promotion; (2) presentation of
education as an element of cultural identity which ensures the interfusion of
traditional value systems and new cultural values — the identity which makes
a clear distinction between the realities which enrich our lives and the others
whose purpose is to preserve the achieved life organization. In this paper we
dealt only with the second aspect of the education-identity relation, and the aim
was to emphasize the importance of social and cultural context for the ultimate
goals of educational and identity policies. The creators of educational policies
in the Serbian society seem to overlook this connection and primarily tend to
adopt the solutions which represent a part of homogenization of education on
a global scale. In the paper a descriptive-analytic method was used.
